
Hand of Man

Studio Rental Agreement

I. Studio rental at Hand of Man includes the following:
a. Bench space as well as a reasonable amount of storage space.

b. Torches are limited for rental from the shop.  At some times there may be no rental torches available.  Because maintenance and upkeep of rented equipment is the responsibility of the renter, it is highly recommended that renter provide their own torch.  Torch rental fees vary by torch.  Please discuss this with Jeremiah.
c. Renters can choose to provide their own glass, or buy glass through Hand of Man.

d. Kilns in shop are available to all renters.  There should be plenty of space in shop kilns.  If a renter brings in additional kilns, there will be a surcharge in rent for energy expended, depending on the size of the kiln.  Jeremiah may prohibit the use of additional kilns when energy is limited in the shop. 
e. Oxygen and propane will be provided.  This is subject to change, if a renter is to abuse this provision.

f. Any additional equipment must be approved by Jeremiah, and is subject to usage limitations.  Depending on the size and consumption levels, an increase in rent may be necessary to accommodate renters’ equipment.

g. Crucible rental is available on a limited basis, and a first come first serve basis.  The basic fee is $275 and includes 2 days usage.  Fee must be paid in advance and renter agrees to provide or buy the glass used.  No exceptions.

II. Maintenance of shop equipment is arranged as follows:

a. Hand of Man is responsible for maintenance of all shared shop equipment.  However, if any damage is done to shop equipment due to negligence of renter, they will be held accountable for parts and labor on repairs to equipment they damaged.
b. The renter is responsible for upkeep and maintenance of all equipment being rented from the studio.
c. The renter is responsible for cleaning and maintaining their bench space.  Any physical damage done to shop by renter will be paid for by renter.
III. Also included in this agreement are the following stipulations:
a. Rent is paid for use of glass studio only.  All guests must be approved by Jeremiah, and any on-site extracurricular activities must be approved, kept to a minimum, and be respectful of neighbors that live in the surrounding area.

b. Hand of Man is not responsible for personal injury or property damage of the renter.  Renter assumes all risks and dangers of glassblowing.
c. Hand of Man reserves the right to remove any renter and their equipment from the studio at any time for any reason.  
IV. Studio rental rates are broken down as follows, and subject to change (please select one for your agreement):

a. Daily rate: $30--One day is equal to no more than 18 hours.

b. Weekly rate:  $125—One week is equal to five days, and must be taken within 7 days of the first day.

c. Monthly rate: $420—One month is equal to one calendar month, starting the same date of each month.
V. A probationary period applies to all new monthly renters as follows:

a. The probationary period applies to the entire first month of rental.

b. During the probationary period, renter must show that he/ she has the ability to safely practice glassblowing in our shop.  This includes knowledge of torch setup and gas safety, as well as basic knowledge of skills needed to create glass art.
c. During the probationary period, there will be no exceptions to any part of the rental agreement or contract.

d. Any renter that does not demonstrate the required knowledge and skill to safely practice this trade will be required to take classes from Jeremiah or an outside source on the topic(s) of concern.

e. During the probationary period, either party may terminate the contract.  In this instance, a prorated refund will be given to the renter for the unused portion of the month, minus any fees according to sections II and IV of this agreement.
VI. Rental Payment Terms are as follows:

a. All monthly payments must be made up front, in full, before renter is allowed to work in the studio.  Monthly rent is due the same date every month, depending on the first day of rental term.
b. If advance notice is given, there will be a 7-day grace period for late monthly rental.  After 7 days, a 10% late fee will be added to the balance due to Hand of Man.  After another 7 days (14 days late), renter will be removed from the studio, and equipment will be held until balance due is paid.

c. All daily and weekly rentals must be paid up front, with no grace period.  No exceptions.  
d. Upon moving out of Hand of Man Studio, renter MUST clean up their station.  If a renter does not leave his area clean, an appropriate cleaning fee, no less than $100,  will be charged to renter.
e. If Hand of Man is due money by renter for damage to studio, studio equipment, or any other reason, Hand of Man reserves the right to hold equipment until debt is paid by renter.

I have read, understand, and agree to the terms and conditions of this contract, and agree to be bound by it.  I am fully aware and understand that my failure to pay what is due to Hand of Man by me will result in the removal of myself and my equipment from the Hand of Man studio.
